All woodlands and forests can be considered for grants under the EWGS. However, areas of trees too small or narrow to be thought of as woodlands will not be eligible. Normally the woodland would have to be a quarter of a hectare in area and at least 15 metres wide, but smaller woods may be eligible if the aims of the scheme are met. The scheme is now open to applications for payment year 2008/09.  Closing dates for all regional grants can be found on the Regional Prospectuses page of the website.

During the first week of June 2008 various cities around the UK will host a nine day Climate Change Festival with the support of CABE, the government's advisor on architecture, urban design and public space.
Schools will play a crucial role in the educational component of the festival. One of the ideas we want to encourage is an event on World Environment Day (June 5th 2008) in which primary and secondary schools in the participating cities hold a ‘Green Day’ at their school.

Green Day provides a suite of ideas and activities from which schools can selectively adopt. Its flexibility will allow a mixture of schools in different cities to be involved in variety of ways on a number of levels.
